ISSUES 

ALL should see that people have reasons for 
caring  about the planet. 
MOST should see the link between what 
people think and what people do to show they 
care for the planet. 
SOME might see the reasons why people 
respond differently in caring for the planet. 

LIFESTANCE 

ALL should see similarities and differences in 
their view to those of religious people. 
MOST should understand how their views 
affect the way they treat the planet. 
SOME could understand why their view and 
lifestance is different to others.  

RELIGION 

ALL should know some beliefs and issues 
from creation stories. 
MOST should recognise similarities and 
differences in beliefs from creation stories. 
SOME could understand how people’s beliefs 
about creation affect their behaviour. 

MEANING 

ALL should see that creation stories can show 
religious beliefs. 
MOST should explain how religious beliefs 
are shown in the stories. 
SOME could explain the purpose of such 
stories.
