ISSUES

ALL should be able to describe a response to
a moral issue.

ALL should be able to express an opinion on
a moral issue.

MOST should be able to explain their views
with reason and evidence.

SOME could give different viewpoints from
their own, showing understanding of them.

RELIGION

ALL should know some beliefs that influence
religious people’s responses.

MOST should be able to make clear links
between specific beliefs and believer's
responses.

SOME could explain how specific beliefs
affect everyday decision making for a
believer.

MEANING

ALL should be able to recognise symbols
used by people to show their views on a moral
issue.

MOST should explain the specific meaning of
such symbols.

SOME could explain how symbols can have
different uses.
